Kazakhstan: Russian conspiracy
theory meets Asian ambition in Astana

Putin hijacked a summit in Kazakhstan to spread a conspiracy theory,
undermining his host’s efforts to get the world to take a grouping of Asian
leaders seriously.

Welcoming heads of state to Kazakhstan for a summit on October 13,
President Kassym-Jomart Tokayev was hoping to focus on Astana’s aspiration
to transform a talking shop into a body that will punch its weight on the global
stage.

The 27 members of the Conference on Interaction and Confidence
Building in Asia, including heavy-hitters like China, India and Russia, supported
Astana’s ambition to turn CICA from a dialog platform into a bona fide
international organization with a serious mandate.

Russian President Vladmir Putin also supported Astana’s plan to beef up
CICA, whose creation in the 1990s was Kazakhstan’s brainchild.

But that did not stop him from undermining efforts to get the world to take
CICA seriously by spouting a wild conspiracy theory from the tribune when he
took the floor.

It was time to review the workings of the global financial system, which
have “permitted a self-proclaimed so-called Golden Billion, which has locked in
for itself all flows of capital and technologies, to live to a significant degree at
the expense of others,” he told delegates.

The three-decade old, Russian-invented conspiracy of a “Golden Billion”
scheming to rob the world and destroy Russia is one the Kremlin has deployed
ever more frequently since invading Ukraine.

The theory argues “that Russia’s isolation after its invasion of Ukraine
was not because of its actions — but because of an inevitable global conspiracy
against it,” the Washington Post explained after a previous rant from Putin.

Following this week’s carpet-bombing of Ukraine, Putin used the CICA
platform to wax lyrical about how Russia was “together with other Asian states
doing everything to form a system of equal and indivisible security, based on
the UN Charter’s universally accepted principles of international law.”

A meeting between Putin and Turkish President Recep Tayyip Erdogan
on the sidelines of the CICA summit was expected to focus on Ankara’s offer
of mediation over Ukraine. But Erdogan’s office made no mention of that when
it reported that the two had discussed transportation, nuclear power and grain
supplies. The Kremlin merely stated tersely that the meeting had happened.

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While most leaders addressing delegates, including Tokayev, avoided
mentioning Ukraine in favor of nebulous talk about global turmoil, Erdogan was
more direct.

‘Each of us is feeling the regional and global impact of the crisis in
Ukraine,” he said.

Turkey’s goal was “to stop the bloodshed as soon as possible,” because
there would “be no winners in war and no losers in a just peace.”

Erdogan also used his visit to Astana to make a pointed statement of
support for Kazakhstan, which has distanced itself from Russia’s war while
refraining from direct criticism of its partner’s aggression in Ukraine.

“We will continue to support the stability, peace, sovereignty and
territorial integrity of brotherly Kazakhstan,” Erdogan said after meeting with
Tokayev.

That followed Chinese President Xi Jinping’'s statement last month that
that Beijing would “resolutely support Kazakhstan in the defense of its
independence, sovereignty and territorial integrity” and oppose “interference
by any forces” in its internal affairs.

Given that the most obvious potential threats to Kazakhstan’s territorial
integrity emanate from its northern neighbor Russia, such remarks from Xi and
Erdogan look like warnings to Putin as he continues to wage war in another
neighboring state.

Russian President Vladimir Putin will meet his Turkish counterpart Recep
Tayyip Erdogan in Kazakhstan’s capital Astana on Wednesday on the sidelines
of a regional summit, a Turkish official told AFP Tuesday.

Kremlin spokesman Dmitry Peskov said Monday that potential talks
between Russia and the West might be discussed during the meeting. The
leaders are both attending the Conference on Interaction and Confidence
Building Measures in Asia (CICA).

Last month, the two leaders met on the sidelines of the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization (SCO) summit in Uzbekistan.

NATO member Turkey has so far refrained from joining Western
sanctions against Russia and instead attempted to play the role of a mediator,
hosting talks with officials from Moscow and Kyiv and arbitrating a grain deal
alongside the U.N. to ensure safe food exports out of blockaded Ukrainian
ports. It has also supplied drones to Ukrainian forces. But it is also accused of
war profiteering, helping others in the evasion of international embargoes for
its own benefit.

Turkey’s Foreign Minister Mevlut Cavusoglu on Tuesday called for a
cease-fire “as soon as possible,” after the Russian strikes across Ukraine on
Monday, which killed at least 19 people and wounded more than 100.

Putin will also meet with UAE ruler Mohammed bin Zayed Al Nahyan and
International Atomic Energy Agency Director General Rafael Mariano Grossi in
Saint Petersburg on Tuesday, according to Kremlin spokesman Peskov.

With 27 member countries, nine observer states and five
observer organizations, including five partner organizations, it carries an
important weight at the regional level. The organization aims to promote peace,
cooperation, security, and stability in Asia.

With such a massive gathering of nations across Asia, CICA has a vital
role to play, especially in the regional peace and prosperity structures. In the
past three decades, CICA has remained instrumental in bringing forth
opportunities for dialogue. This forum has also reflected Kazakhstan’s more
substantial global presence as a country fostering regional and international
peace.

CICA was the vision of the first President of Kazakhstan, Nursultan
Nazarbayev, who shared his idea at the UNGA to create a mechanism for
consultation and interaction to cooperate and promote peace, security, and
stability in Asia. This was mainly against the backdrop of the newly-emerged
states after the disintegration of the Soviet Union. CICA has remained an
important instrument in promoting regional dialogue and building confidence
amongst nations for issues including the economy, social transformation,
environment, emerging traditional and nontraditional security threats, and
military and political conversations.

CICA was the vision of the first President of Kazakhstan, Nursultan
Nazarbayev, to create a mechanism for consultation and interaction to
cooperate and promote peace, security, and stability in Asia.

The significant goals overlooked by the forum are confidence-building
among nations, cooperation on environmental issues, prevention and
proliferation on the subject of weapons of mass destruction, and promotion of
mutual respect and tolerance among civilizations.

While the Prime Minister of Pakistan will be in Astana for higher-level
dialogues and meetings, Pakistan, as a founding member of the organization,
aims to play its constructive role in offering opportunities for investment,
energy, and trade.

Pakistan’s stronger ties with the host country, Kazakhstan, are essential
and have remained friendly, cordially, and brotherly over the past three
decades. Both states supported each other at the global and regional forums.
Apart from CICA, both countries are essential to the Shanghai Cooperation
Organisation (SCO). Pakistan attaches great importance to such meetings,
especially for promoting economic and regional connectivity.

Apart from multilateral cooperation, Pakistan and Kazakhstan are
building a stronger bilateral cooperation, especially in energy, economics,
trade, customs, and regions that require an increasing regional connectivity.
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Both countries support just solutions for regional conflicts and challenges
based on the wishes and aspirations of the countries and communities. It is
also by and large that no conflict is resolved through war and dialogue;
diplomacy and communication are the best solutions to regional and global
problems.

While the CICA summit will be ongoing, the Russia-Ukraine crisis will
loom large as the recent dramatic events led to the escalation of the conflict
and tensions between the two countries, creating regional and global stress.
Apart from that, Afghanistan is still at the burner stage even after one year of
the US exodus from Afghan soil. The country is still in shambles with the rise
of poverty, threats of terrorism, and others for the neighbouring regions.
Recently, Armenia and Azerbaijan have engaged in war despite ongoing peace
talks, while on the other hand, Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan also faced other
border skirmishes.

These challenges at the regional level and the global climate change
threat is looming large; causing serious threats to life on the planet. Famines,
floods, poverty, hunger and conflicts are growing. Organisations like CICA and
multilateral forums are important, where countries sit together and exchange
dialogue to resolve issues faced by all.

CICA is one example where Kazakhstan is making efforts for the regional
countries to engage in conversation to resolve pressing issues and work
together for peace. Kazakhstan is playing a more significant role in leading
such dialogues and opportunities for peace and prosperity in the region.
Kazakhstan is, in fact, and in a true sense, the centre of global peace and
development efforts.

(MHgua) Pakistan raises Kashmir at
CICA Summit in Kazakhstan. India gives it back, hard

India and Pakistan squared off on the issues of Kashmir and meaningful
engagement at a regional summit in Kazakhstan on Thursday, with minister of
state for external affairs Meenakshi Lekhi calling on Islamabad to immediately
end cross-border terrorism to create conditions for any dialogue.

Addressing the Conference on Interaction and Confidence Building
Measures (CICA) Summit in Astana, Pakistan Prime Minister Shehbaz Sharif
accused the Indian government of committing atrocities in Jammu and Kashmir
and said the onus for a result-oriented engagement was on New Delhi.

Lekhi, who represented India at the summit and spoke after Sharif,
contended that Pakistan had again misused the CICA platform to “propagate
false and malicious propaganda” against India and to distract from the focus of
discussions among the grouping’s member states.

“The union territories of Jammu and Kashmir and Ladakh have been and
will remain an integral part of India. Pakistan has no locus standi to comment
on India’s internal affairs,” she said.

Sharif’'s remarks, she said, amounted to “gross interference in India’s
internal affairs, sovereignty and territorial integrity” and were inconsistent with
CICA’s principles guiding relations between member states.

Lekhi called on Pakistan to stop the “grave and persistent human rights
violations in Pakistan-occupied Jammu, Kashmir and Ladakh” and to refrain
from any further material changes in the status of the region. Pakistan should
also “vacate the Indian territories that are under its illegal and forcible
occupation”, she said.

“Pakistan is the global epicentre of terrorism and continues to be the
source of terrorist activities, including in India. Pakistan continues to make no
investment in human development but provides their resources for creating and
sustaining infrastructure of terrorism,” Lekhi said.

She added, “Pakistan must immediately cease anti-India cross-border
terrorism and shut down its infrastructure of terrorism.”

Lekhi said India desires normal relations with all its neighbours, including
Pakistan, which needs to create the grounds for any engagement.

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“‘Pakistan is thereby advised to walk the talk by creating a conducive
atmosphere, including by taking credible, verifiable and irreversible actions to
not allow any territory under its control to be used for cross-border terrorism
against India in any manner,” she said.

This will enable the two sides to engage and address issues bilaterally,
she added.

Earlier, Sharif accused India of denying the Kashmiri people their right to
self-determination and not acting on UN resolutions. “Pakistan desires peaceful
relations with all its neighbours, including India. However, until India brings its
atrocities in occupied Kashmir to a grinding halt, just and lasting peace will
remain elusive,” he said.

Sharif alleged that “India today is a threat to its minorities, to its
neighbours, to its region and to itself”, but added that Pakistan is “willing to
engage with India for the sake of peace, prosperity and progress in the region
because we cannot afford to have more poverty [and] unemployment on both
sides of the border”.

He added, “We just cannot afford to deploy and commit our meager
resources towards creating tensions. Enough is enough. We need to really
provide education, health, medicines and jobs to millions of our children on
both sides of the divide and if we did not act speedily, posterity will not forgive
us.”

Sharif said he was “absolutely ready and willing to have serious dialogue
and discussion with our counterparts in India provided they show sincerity of
purpose and they show that they are ready to discuss issues which have really
kept us at a distance over decades”. However, he said that the “onus remains
on India to take the necessary step for meaningful and result-oriented
engagement”.

India and Pakistan have not had any sustained and substantive
engagement since the 2008 Mumbai attacks that were carried out by Pakistan-
based Lashkar-e-Taiba (LeT). India’s decision to scrap the special status of
Jammu and Kashmir in 2019 further sent ties into a tailspin.

Aliyev on the sidelines of the CICA Summit, praising Azerbaijan's role in the
region and broader geographical scale.

A meeting with Belarusian President Alexander Lukashenko was also on
Tokayev's schedule, with the two leaders discussing the current state of
bilateral cooperation and prospects to further strengthen it with a focus on trade
and economic interaction, as well as industry.

The forecast that 21st century will be the century of Asia is now a reality

Astana (ANTARA) - President of Kazakhstan Kassym-Jomart Tokayev
opened the sixth Conference on Interaction and Confidence Building Measures
in Asia (CICA) Summit in Astana, Kazakhstan, on Thursday and highlighted
the role of Asian countries in the 21st century.

"The forecast that 21st century will be the century of Asia is now a reality,"
he said in his remarks at the opening of the 27-member intergovernmental
forum.

However, Asia itself depends on its collective willingness to strengthen
dialogue among cultures and traditions, he highlighted.
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This year marks the 30th anniversary of CICA, which was proposed by
the first President of Kazakhstan, Nursultan Nazarbayev, during the 1992
session of the United Nations General Assembly.

"Over this period, it has become platform for multilateral cooperation and
international institution of modern diplomacy," he observed.

He said he hopes that the high-level meeting will discuss important global
iIssues.

Like other regions, Asia is facing several challenges: from recovery from
the COVID-19 pandemic to the energy and food crisis.

He underlined the need to form efficient corridors to remove disruptions
in supply chains.

"Disruptions in global supply chains force us to take a revised look at the
formation of efficient transit-transport corridors," said Tokayev, whose two-year
CICA chairmanship will end soon.

Every two years, one member country is given the presidency of CICA.

On Thursday, Tokayev also stressed sustainability in international
relations.

A particularly important task, he said, is to achieve sustainability in
international relations in the face of emerging unprecedented threats.

Among the 27 members of the organization, some countries are involved
in conflicts, such as Israel, Palestine, Russia, and Azerbaijan.

"It is critical to give a new impetus to multilateral mechanisms and to
return to open dialogue,” he said.

Aside from conflicts, he also pointed to the threats from climate change.

He said that climate change is leading to natural disasters that have
become more unpredictable and catastrophic.

"In 2021, 57 million people in Asia were affected by them," he noted.

The global leaders who attended the summit in Astana included the
President of Russia, Vladimir Putin; President of Turkey, Recep Tayyip
Erdogan; Prime Minister of Pakistan, Shehbaz Sharif; President of Iran,
Ebrahim Raisi; and President of Palestine, Mahmoud Abbas.

Indonesia, one of the forum's observers, was represented by its
Ambassador for Kazakhstan and Tajikistan, Fadjroel Rachman.

CICA to be transformed into international
organization

The 6th Summit of the Conference on Interaction and Confidence-
Building Measures in Asia (CICA) was held in Astana yesterday under the
chairmanship of Kazakhstan President Kassym-Jomart Tokayev.

Media reports say the key outcome of the summit was the adoption of the
Astana Declaration, which laid the foundation for a full-scale transformation of
the CICA from a platform into a powerful international organization with a
powerful voice and strength in addressing issues of regional stability and
security.

The CICA summit in Kazakhstan was attended by President of
Azerbaijan llham Aliyev, President of Iran lIbrahim Raisi, President of
Kyrgyzstan Sadyr Zhaparov, Prime Minister of Pakistan Shahbaz Sharif,
President of Palestine Mahmoud Abbas, President of Russia Vladimir Putin,
President of Tajikistan Emomali Rahmon, President of Turkiye Recep Tayyip

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Erdogan, President of Uzbekistan Shavkat Mirziyoyev, Vice President of China
Wang Qishan, Vice President of Vietham Vo Thi Anh Xuan, President of
Belarus Alexander Lukashenko, as well as observer countries.

Speaking at the summit, Tokayev, in particular, noted that Asia has
become a recognized world economic leader in nominal GDP and purchasing
power parity. “The region has significant human and natural resources. Asia
is home to 21 of the 30 largest cities in the world. Only US$1 trillion of the
estimated US$30 trillion growth in middle-class consumption by 2030 is
expected to fall on Western economies. However, the future of Asia depends
on our collective readiness to enhance the dialogue between cultures,
traditions and worldviews. | am sure that the steps taken to develop the CICA
correspond to this goal,” Kazakh leader noted.

According to him, the transformation of the CICA into a “full-fledged
international organization” has become one of the priorities of Kazakhstan in
the year of its chairmanship.

Following the results of the summit in Astana, the CICA Foundation was
established, which will select projects and collect voluntary funds for their
implementation. The number of observers and partners has grown. Last year
Turkmenistan joined the CICA as an observer, and this year Kuwait has been
granted membership. Decisions were made to establish cooperation with the
Eurasian Economic Union and the Association of Southeast Asian Nations
(ASEAN).

The Astana Statement — outlines the following actions for the further
transformation of this platform into an organization:

- The parties launch the structured, inclusive and transparent
negotiations process of gradual, incremental and consensus-based
transformation of CICA into a full-fledged regional international organization.

- The process of transforming CICA will pursue the following major
goals: defining the overarching areas of our future cooperation and
strengthening the organizational and institutional base of our interaction.

- As the first step of the transformation process, it was decided that
the Meeting of Heads of State or Government (Summit) and the Meeting of
Ministers of Foreign Affairs (Ministerial Meeting) shall henceforth be referred
to, respectively, as the Council of Heads of State or Government (Summit) and
the Council of Ministers of Foreign Affairs (Ministerial Council);

- The Executive Director of the CICA Secretariat has been renamed
as Secretary General,

- Moreover, the member-countries will make proposals in 2023 on
a road map of necessary measures in the transformation process.

The theme of the 6th CICA summit was "Role of Ombudsman and
National Institutions for Human Rights in Business and Human Rights.”

The previous 5th CICA summit took place in the Tajik capital of Dushanbe
on June 15, 2019 and ended with adoption of a declaration. The theme of the

5th CICA summit was “Common Vision for a Safe and More Prosperous CICA
Region.”

The Conference on Interaction and Confidence Building Measures in
Asia (CICA) is a multi-national forum for enhancing cooperation towards
promoting peace, security and stability in Asia. It was initiated by the then
Kazakh President Nursultan Nazarbayev in 1992. In 1996, seventeen states
participated in the conference and drafted the basic document. The first
meeting of the CICA Ministers of Foreign Affairs was held on 14 September
1999 with participation of 15 Member States. The Declaration on Principles
Guiding Relations between CICA Member States was adopted at that meeting.
The first CICA summit was held in 2002.

CICA member states now include Afghanistan, Armenia, Azerbaijan,

Thediplomat, 12.10.2022. What to Watch for at the 6th CICA Summit

Eurasia certainly needs confidence-building measures, but whether the
CICA summit can make progress amid many regional difficulties is unclear.

This week, the sixth Conference on Interaction and Confidence Building
Measures in Asia (CICA) summit is scheduled to take place in Astana, the
capital of Kazakhstan. As the inter-governmental forum, which currently has 27
members stretching from the doorstep of Europe through the Middle East and
across Asia, gathers and marks its 30th anniversary, there’s renewed conflict
and tension across Eurasia.

The leaders of a dozen member states are expected to attend
(Azerbaijan, Iran, Iraq, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Pakistan, Palestine, Qatar,
Russia, Tajikistan, Turkey, and Uzbekistan). Other guests will include the
Belarusian president and vice presidents from Vietnam and China.

CICA’s roots are embedded in then-Kazakh President Nursultan
NazarbayevV’s first speech at the U.N. General Assembly in September 1992,
in which he proposed a “conference on Interaction and Confidence-building
Measures in Asia (CICMA)” as a Eurasian effort in the same vein as the
Conference on Security and Cooperation in Europe (CSCE), established in
1975, which has since evolved into the Organization for Security and Co-
operation in Europe (OSCE).

In his speech, Nazarbayev dwelled on “the problem of peace and security
in our continent of Asia or, more broadly, in Eurasia”

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Politicians and analysts critical of the idea of setting up structures for
security and cooperation in Asia often advance the weighty argument that the
level of geographical, historical, economic, political social and cultural
heterogeneity among Asian countries is much higher than that among the
countries of Europe, the Americas, or Africa. Such heterogeneity in economic
and political matters naturally interferes with the action of continental structures
for collective security.

This can be countered with a well-known piece of Oriental wisdom: A
journey of a thousand steps starts with the first step.

Nazarbayev went on to argue that it was not necessary to move toward
a “unified Asian structure and collective security in all these types of interaction
at once.” Rather, governments could begin to level Asia’s great diversity and
differences in one area at a time and “then look for joint approaches in other
fields of cooperation.”

In 2002, CICA’s first summit was held in Almaty, Kazakhstan, with
subsequent summits roughly every four years (2006 Almaty, 2010 Istanbul,
2014 Shanghai, 2019 Dushanbe). Thirty years after that first summit, analysts
continue to question whether effective collective security structures can take
root in Eurasia. The Russian invasion of Ukraine (Russia is a CICA member,
Ukraine an observer) has complicated many of the political-economic
structures in which Moscow is a member, but other difficulties exist too.

As the CICA gathering kicks off on October 12, it's the flurry of side-
events and meetings that will be critical to watch. For example, Kyrgyz
President Sadyr Japarov will attend the forum, and reportedly will participate in
a meeting of the Council of CIS Heads of State as well. This comes a week
after Japarov chose to skip an informal CIS summit in Russia that coincided
with Russian President Vladimir Putin’s birthday — ostensibly because the
gathering came right after Putin honored Tajik President Emomali Rahmon for
“ensuring regional stability and security.” Over the weekend, Bishkek canceled,
at the last minute, planned CSTO military exercises, again on account of
tensions with Tajikistan.

Russian media, according to RFR/RL, reported that Putin and Japarov
would meet to discuss bilateral cooperation issues on the sidelines of the CICA
summit.

There is also a planned side-summit between Putin and the Central Asian
presidents. Although Russia’s relationship with Central Asia is arguably the
deepest of all world powers, the upcoming meeting has been described as the
“1st summit in the ‘Central Asia — Russia’ format.” Variations on this format
have become increasingly common over the years: At the foreign minister
level, for example, there is United States’ C5+1 and China’s C+C5. New in
2022 was a summit between Indian Prime Minister Narendra Modi and the
Central Asian presidents. These initiatives look to approach Central Asia
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regionally, rather than bilaterally, and build on internal Central Asian efforts to
further intra-regional cooperation. For larger world powers, it's an efficient
diplomatic mechanism. The Central Asian presidents meet and engage
relatively often with Russian officials, but typically either bilaterally or within
larger frameworks, whether the CSTO, the SCO, or the CIS.

It will be interesting to see if, after meeting with the Central Asian leaders,
whether Putin will acknowledge, as he did after meeting with Chinese President
Xi Jinping last month, that the region has “questions and concerns” related to
the war in Ukraine. Central Asian leaders certainly do have questions and
concerns, most recently in regard to Putin’s “partial mobilization,” the flood of
Russians into Central Asia as a result, and the apparent Russian targeting of
Central Asians, among other minorities, in Russia for recruitment.

At the present moment, Eurasia certainly needs effective confidence-
building measures. The question is whether CICA can contribute as a platform
to that end.

Le président biélorusse Alexandre Loukachenko participera en
tant qu'observateur et les vice-présidents chinois et viethamien assisteront
également au sommet, selon le porte-parole du ministére kazakh des Affaires
étrangéres Aibek Smadiyarov.

La CICA compte 27 Etats membres couvrant prés de 90 % du territoire
et de la population de I'Asie, générant environ les deux tiers du PIB mondial.

Times le 6 octobre.

Zhang a déclaré qu’au fil du temps, la CICA est devenue une plate-forme
multilatérale pour renforcer la sécurité et la prospérité en Asie. Contrairement
au Groupe des Sept (G7) qui est devenu un bloc exclusif sous 'ombre de
I’'hégémonie américaine, le CICA représente un concept de sécurité difféerent
reflétant une véritable diplomatie multilatérale, a noté Zhang.

Le diplomate a déclaré mardi que le conflit
russo-ukrainien (la Russie est membre de la CICA, I'Ukraine un observateur)
a compliqgué de nombreuses structures politico-économiques dont Moscou est
membre, mais d’autres difficultés existent également.

En réponse, les observateurs chinois ont déclaré que de tels doutes
révelent que les soi-disant analystes voient le CICA a travers une lentille
cynique et ne réalisent pas que le CICA n’est pas un bloc militaire, mais une
plate-forme de coopération et d’échange.

En tant que plate-forme non occidentale, la CICA a toujours soutenu
I'aspiration des pays asiatiques a maintenir la sécurité, la paix et le
développement régionaux.

Xuan briefed his host on Vietnam’s recent socio-economic development
achievements and affirmed Vietham always attaches importance to the good
traditional friendship with Kazakhstan. She conveyed National Assembly
Chairman Vuong Dinh Hue’s invitation to visit Vietham to Senate chairperson
Maulen Ashimbaev.

Sagathanuly welcomed Xuan’s visit which he said is taking place at a
time when the two countries are celebrating 30 years of bilateral diplomacy.

Hanoi (VNA) — Vice President Vo Thi Anh Xuan delivered a speech at the
plenary session of the sixth Summit of Conference on Interaction and
Confidence Building Measures in Asia (CICA) in Astana, the capital city of
Kazakhstan on October 13, and engaged in bilateral meetings with some
heads of delegations on the sidelines of the event.

In her speech, Vice President Xuan suggested that CICA should uphold
the spirit of cooperation, action and responsibility to create a peaceful and
stable environment for development in line with the UN Charter and
international law, especially the principles of respect for independence,
sovereignty, territorial integrity of countries, and settlement of disputes by
peaceful means without the use of or threat to use force.

CICA should actively engage in shaping and leading strong
transformation trends of a new Asia, ensuring a rapid, sustainable and inclusive
recovery and development process following the pandemic.
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CICA needs to promote complementarity and interweaving between
regional and inter-regional cooperation and linkage mechanisms in order to
form an open, multi-centre, multi-tiered multilateral network, she said.

The Vietnamese Vice President highlighted ASEAN's efforts to maintain
a peaceful and stable Southeast Asia region, ensure freedom of navigation and
overflight, and settle disputes by peaceful means in line with the law, especially
the 1982 United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea.

Stating that the development of the relations of the Islamic Republic with
the countries of the region and Asia has gained significant momentum, the
President addressed the economic actors and producers and said,
"Considering the very good ground that has been provided, both related
officials and economic and production actors should plan for better use of this
opportunity”.

After returning from a two-day trip to Kazakhstan, Ayatollah Dr Seyyed
Ebrahim Raisi explained the achievements of this trip and said, "The CICA
meeting has spread from East to West Asia with 28 permanent members, and
plays an important role as an important mechanism in convergence,
cooperation and security of Asia".

The President described the priority of developing relations with
neighbours and strengthening cooperation with regional and extra-regional
organisations as the message of the presence of the Iranian delegation at the
Kazakhstan summit and added, "In this summit, we emphasised that the
security of the region must be endogenous and the intervention of external
powers is not only the solution to the problem, but adds to problems".

Referring to the new chapter of the relations between the Islamic
Republic of Iran and Kazakhstan in the 13th Administration, Dr Raisi stated,
"What was emphasised in the meeting with the Kazakh officials was the
development of economic and trade relations”.

The President further announced the resumption of the oil swap as one
of the other agreements made between Iran and Kazakhstan during this trip
and said, "Although this process started about 10 years ago, it was stopped
due to some problems. In this trip, it was agreed to resume the oil swap".

Ayatollah Raisi mentioned monetary and foreign currency exchange
among the other issues raised and added, "The cancellation of 14-day visas
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by Iran and Kazakhstan has also provided a good basis for the development of
economic relations and ease of conditions for the private sector".

The President also referred to the discussion about cooperation in the
field of energy, transportation and transit with the countries participating in this
summit and said, "In this regard, there was a meeting and discussion with the
Qatari authorities, which according to the neighbourhood relations and the
emphasis by the officials of the two countries, it was agreed to develop trade
and economic relations".

Stating that relations with the region and Asia has gained significant
momentum, he said, "Considering the very good ground that has been
provided, both related officials and economic and production actors should plan
to use this opportunity".

Complaining about the slowness of some administrative and bureaucratic
systems, the President stressed on the speed and accuracy of doing things as
much as possible to solve the problems and delays.

Dr Raisi stated that the contribution of the Islamic Republic of Iran in the
transit of the region is not commensurate with the huge capacities available in
the country and emphasised on compensating for the lags in this field.

The President described the development of cooperation with
neighbouring countries very suitable for knowledge-based companies and
expressed hope that with the efforts of young people and economic actors,
cooperation with neighbouring countries would increase in this field.

Russian President Vladimir Putin plans to meet with his Palestinian
Authority counterpart Mahmoud Abbas in Kazakhstan to discuss the Israeli-
Palestinian conflict and the need to resume peace talks which have been
frozen for eight years.

(CICA).

It is the 30th anniversary of the group of 27 member states that includes
Russia, Iran, China, Turkey, Pakistan and Israel, as well as the PA, which CICA
recognizes as a state.

Iranian President Ebrahim Raisi is also expected to attend. Israel will be
represented at the CICA by the Foreign Ministry’s head of the Eurasian and
West Balkans Division Simona Halperin.

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The unusual gathering of countries comes amid high tension between
Iran and Israel and increased tension between Moscow and Jerusalem over
Prime Minister Yair Lapid's support for Ukraine.

Abbas has often turned to Russia to seek support for a two-state
resolution to the conflict with Israel, based on the pre-1967 lines. Russia has
sought to replace the United States as the prime broker of a peace process,
with calls for a Moscow summit.

An unlikely event

Such a summit would be unlikely given Russia’s war with Ukraine. The
Russian news site Sputnik reported that Kremlin aide Yury Ushakov spoke on
Wednesday with reporters about the meeting, explaining that the two men
would “discuss the prospects for the resumption of the Palestinian-Israeli
dialogue.”

According to the Palestinian news agency WAFA, Abbas left for
Kazakhstan on Wednesday night and plans to discuss the conflict with Israel
during his meetings with diplomats at the CICA.

CICA countries’ leaders on new centers of power
in Asia and multi-polar world

According to Vladimir Putin, the Asian countries contribute heavily to
world economic growth

ASTANA, October 13. /TASS/. The world is becoming multipolar, with
Asia playing a key role and new centers of power gaining strength in the region,
Russian President Vladimir Putin said at the summit of the Conference on
Interaction and Confidence Building Measures in Asia (CICA) on Thursday.

The Asian countries, he said, contribute heavily to world economic
growth. Given the shift of the focus of global politics and economics towards
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Asia, the countries of that region should not waste time and develop the
Eurasian space, Belarusian President Alexander Lukashenko believes. Asia
must not permit greater protectionism and the introduction of new restrictions,
said Uzbek President Shavkat Mirziyoyev.

"The world is becoming truly multipolar. Asia is playing a very noticeable
role, if not the key one in this process. New centers of power are getting
stronger there," Putin said. Russia, together with the Asian countries, is doing
its utmost to form a system of equitable and indivisible security "based on the
universally recognized principles of international law and the UN Charter."

The Asian countries are the driving force of world economic growth.
Russia stands for "the development and prosperity of Asia, the creation of a
wide and open space for mutually beneficial trade and investment cooperation,
and for the expansion and deepening of cooperative ties in various branches
of the economy."

The time has come for Asia to take center stage in the world and it is
important not to miss this chance. "Further expansion of the dialogue and
cooperation among the CICA states is more relevant than ever," Lukashenko
believes. The CSTO, SCO and CICA are capable of laying a solid foundation
for the successful development of the Eurasian space.

On security in Asia

The spread of terrorism and NATQO’s expansion undermine security in the
region, said Iran’s President Ebrahim Raisi. Tehran condemns economic
terrorism and is exerting every effort to combat it.

Organizations existing in Asia do not fully use their potential for
preventing conflict situations in the region, Kyrgyzstan’s President of Sadyr
Japarov said. It is necessary to pay attention to the fight against terrorism,
extremism and transnational crime.

The world is facing serious challenges in many areas. "Humanity is living
through a period when the balance of power has changed and supply chains
have been disrupted," said Turkey’s President Recep Tayyip Erdogan. "The
global security architecture must be formed on the basis of a more equitable
understanding."

The security situation is deteriorating catastrophically not only in Europe
but throughout the world. The West's practice of staging coups in countries and
imposing sanctions is impermissible and "fraught with the risks of triggering a
third world war, in which there will be no winners," Lukashenko said.

On the food crisis

Regional associations, Putin said, have to handle many acute problems,
including "greater volatility of the world prices of energy, food, fertilizers, raw
materials and other important goods, which leads to a deterioration in the
quality of life in both developed and developing countries."

"Moreover, there is a real threat of famine and large-scale social
upheavals, especially in the poorest countries,” he said.
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Russia calls for the removal of all artificial and illegitimate barriers to
supply chains in the world. Moscow, for its part, "is exerting every effort to
provide crucial products to countries in need."

On the global financial system

Russia advocates a revision of the fundamental principles of the global
financial system, "which for decades allowed the self-proclaimed so-called
‘golden billion’ to keep a firm grip on all flows of capital and technology and to
a large extent to live at someone else's expense," Putin said.

As a first step, it is necessary to use national currencies more actively in
mutual settlements, which would help countries strengthen their financial
sovereignty and deepen regional economic integration, he stressed.

On Afghanistan

Afghanistan remains one of the most acute challenges to security in the
region, Putin stressed. Due to more than 20 years of US and NATO military
presence and the failure of their policies, that country has been unable to
independently resolve the problems associated with terrorist threats, which is
well seen in the ongoing series of bloody terrorist attacks.

"To normalize the situation in Afghanistan it is necessary to jointly
promote its economic recovery."

Russia calls for compensating "for the damage caused to the Afghans
during the years of occupation and to unfreeze the illegally blocked Afghan
assets."

Uzbekistan’s president invited the CICA countries to address the UN with
an idea of creating an international high-level group on the problems of
Afghanistan. It is necessary, in his opinion, to develop common approaches to
interaction with the interim government of that country.

"We cannot afford a repetition of the sad experience of the past, when
that country actually turned into an international terrorist hub," Mirziyoyev
concluded.

On CICA

The participants supported the accession of Kuwait to the summit as a
member-state of the forum and adopted a statement on the transformation of
the CICA into an international organization.

In a joint statement the CICA countries confirmed the common
approaches to ensuring security in the IT field. The statement mentions the
need to help the developing participating in the Conference to catch up on the
digital backlog.

The participants also expressed the need to help prevent the use of
communication technologies for terrorist purposes.

“It will do well to stop the
grave and persistent human rights violations in Pakistan occupied Jammu,
Kashmir & Ladakh (PoJKL); refrain from effecting any further material changes
in the status of PoJKL; and vacate the Indian territories that are under its illegal
and forcible occupation.

“We desire normal relations with all our neighbours, including Pakistan.
Pakistan is thereby advised to walk the talk by creating a conducive
atmosphere, including by taking credible, verifiable and irreversible actions to
not allow any territory under its control to be used for cross-border terrorism
against India in any manner. This will enable the two countries to engage and
address issues bilaterally rather than distract this important international forum
from its agenda of cooperation,’she added.

She asserted that the Union Territories of “Jammu and Kashmir and
Ladakh have been and will remain an integral part of India. Pakistan has no
locus standi to comment on India’s internal affairs.”

“‘Pakistan’s remarks today constitute gross interference in India’s internal
affairs, sovereignty and territorial integrity which is inconsistent with the CICA
Declaration on the Principles Guiding Relations between the CICA Member
States of September 1999,” she added.

“Terrorism remains the biggest challenge and threat to our peace and
continues to be the biggest violator of human rights in all its form. Terrorism
like climate change and pandemics impacts us all. India follows a zero-
tolerance approach towards terror and unequivocally condemns terrorism in all
its forms and manifestations including cross border terrorism.

‘For many decades, India has been affected particularly by the menace
of cross-border terrorism sustained through financial, political and moral
support of some states,” Lekhi said.

Earlier, Pakistan Prime Minister Shehbaz Sharif during his address once
again raked up the Kashmir issue, which India considers to be a bilateral
matter.

India is one of the founding members of CICA. Lekhi arrived at Astana as
the special convoy to lead the Indian delegation at CICA.

The Memorandum of Understanding between the Eurasian Economic
Commission and the Secretariat of the Conference on Interaction and
Confidence-building Measures in Asia (CICA) was signed on October 13 in
Astana on the sidelines of the 6th CICA Summit. The Eurasian Economic Union
has become one of the CICA partner organizations.

The document was signed by Chairman of the EEC Board Mikhail
Myasnikovich and Executive Director of the CICA Secretariat Kairat Sarybai.

The purpose of the memorandum is to promote the development of
comprehensive economic cooperation in the Eurasian region.

As noted in the memorandum, the parties intend to cooperate in the areas
of regional economic integration, economics and finance, transport and
transportation, digitalization and information and communication technologies,
industry and agro-industrial complex, trade policy and competition policy.

As Mikhail Myasnikovich stressed, the center of economic life is now
shifting to Asia, and in this regard, cooperation with the CICA is of considerable
interest to the Union.

"Up to now we have been moving in parallel tracks. The signing of the
Memorandum between the EAEU and the CICA will allow us to move to a
coordinated development. Thus, we are expanding the boundaries of mutually
beneficial economic cooperation to the entire region of Greater Eurasia and

Mikhail Myasnikovich said.

Threat, Mass Graves in Azerbaijan at CICA Summit

President Ilham Aliyev attends the Plenary session of 6th Summit of
Conference on Interaction and Confidence Building Measures in Asia (CICA),
Astana, Kazakhstan, October 13, 2022 / President.Az

President Ilham Aliyev has highlighted the ongoing landmine threat in
the liberated lands of Azerbaijan and demanded information about the fate of
missing persons and the locations of mass graves of Azerbaijanis as Armenia
refuses to share it.

The president's addressed the issue at the 6th Summit of the Conference
on Interaction and Confidence Building Measures in Asia (CICA), which took
place in Kazakhstan’s capital Astana on Thursday.

President Aliyev said clearing those lands of landmines was not an easy
task given the required timeframe and funds, and noted that Azerbaijan is one
of the world’s most mine-contaminated countries.

“International experts estimate that Azerbaijan needs nearly 30 years
and 25 billion US dollars to solve issues related to demining,” he said in his
speech at the CICA summit.

According to President Aliyev, preliminary estimates revealed that
Armenia laid more than one million mines on Azerbaijani territory during its
occupation of those lands.

The Karabakh (Garabagh) and East Zangazur regions of Azerbaijan had
been heavily mined since the 1990s. Armenia launched a full-blown military
assault against Azerbaijan following the Soviet Union’s dissolution in 1991. The
bloody war lasted until a ceasefire was reached in 1994, which resulted in
Armenia occupying 20 percent of Azerbaijan’s internationally-recognized
territories. Over 30,000 Azerbaijanis were killed and one million others were
expelled from those lands in a brutal ethnic cleansing campaign carried out by
Armenia.

On September 27, 2020, the decades-old conflict between the two
countries reignited after Armenia’s forces deployed in occupied Azerbaijani
lands shelled military positions and civilian settlements of Azerbaijan. During
the counter-attack operations that lasted 44 days, Azerbaijani forces liberated
over 300 settlements, including the cities of Jabrayil, Fuzuli, Zangilan, Gubadli,
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and Shusha, from the Armenian occupation. The war ended with the signing of
a tripartite statement on November 10, 2020, by Armenia, Azerbaijan, and
Russia, under which Armenia also returned the occupied Aghdam, Kalbajar,
and Lachin districts to Azerbaijan.

Since the end of hostilities, the Azerbaijani government has been carrying
out demining operations in the liberated territories to expedite the return of
internally displaced people to their homes.

Despite extensive efforts, demining operations faced many challenges
due to Armenia’s refusal to hand over maps of the landmines’ locations. More
than 250 Azerbaijani residents have been killed or severely wounded in the
mine blasts in the liberated lands post-2020 war.

Azerbaijan obtained minefield maps of the once-occupied Aghdam,
Fuzuli and Zangilan districts from Armenia, which reportedly identify the
coordinates of 189,000 anti-tank and anti-personnel mines. Armenia also
provided the Azerbaijani side with mine maps of other liberated territories of
Azerbaijan. In exchange for maps, Azerbaijan released dozens of Armenian
saboteurs detained in Azerbaijani territory after the ceasefire. However,
Azerbaijan’s President llham Aliyev said the accuracy of these maps did not
exceed 25 percent.

Meanwhile, President Aliyev also spoke about the fates of Azerbaijanis
who went missing during the First Karabakh War with Armenia in 1991-1994.
He said Armenia committed systematic crimes against the civilian population
and military personnel of Azerbaijan.

“Around 3,900 Azerbaijani citizens still remain missing since the First
Karabakh War. Most of them have been tortured, killed, and buried in mass
graves. This year we discovered mass graves in two liberated villages,”
President Aliyev said, adding that Armenia must provide Azerbaijan with
information about the fate of missing persons and the exact locations of mass
graves.

“We have demanded this information for almost two years, but the
Armenian Government refuses to share it with Azerbaijan,” he concluded.

The remains of at least 40 Azerbaijanis were found in two separate mass
graves discovered in the Khojavand district in February and October of this
year. Examinations confirmed them to be the servicemen that were captured,
tortured, and killed by the Armenian troops.

Earlier, the remains of 12 civilians were found in the Kalbajar district,
where the Armenian armed forces committed the Bashlibel mass murder in
1993. In addition, mass graves of the Azerbaijanis were found in the Dashalti
village near Shusha city, and the Farrukh height in the Khojaly district.

According to data released by Azerbaijan’s State Commission on
Prisoners of War, Hostages, and Missing Persons, 46 Azerbaijani servicemen
went missing in the Pirlar village of the Khojaly district in the 1990s. At the same
time, 11 Azerbaijani servicemen went missing in the Aliaghali village of the
Aghdam district. The commission is convinced that the remains of Azerbaijani

servicemen who went missing during the First Karabakh War can be found in
those lands.
